Items such as cooking oil, seasoning etc, need not be included in the budget.
Teams are required to cook a two-course meal comprising of either a starter and main course or main course and sweet. BOTH COURSES MUST BE COOKED.
A two-ring gas burner is to be used. NO OVEN OR GRILL
All necessary utensils and equipment are to be provided by the team and must be taken away to be washed and cleaned after the event. Electrical items such as whisks are not permitted.
A table will be provided although protection against damage by hot pots and pans must be supplied by the teams. I.e. table mats/pan stands. If water is required bring a suitable container that can be filled at the start.
Start times will be staggered if necessary. This will enable food to be presented hot to the judges.
Judges will be looking at preparation, presentation, taste and teamwork.
Whilst the final result will be predominantly about the above criteria, a Tie breaker question may be used to determine the final result.
Uniform is not required, just troop neckerchiefs (these should be tucked if near naked flames)
